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	Reading Tips

· Help your child find a “good fit” book.  A “good fit” book is one that is interesting, able to be understood, and not too easy.

· Build Stamina.  Third graders should be able to read for 20+ minutes without getting tired or getting distracted.

· Talk to your child about what he/she is reading.  Summarize the main events, discuss the characters, make predications, and discuss new vocabulary words.

· Read aloud.  This is especially important for students who struggle with fluency, but all students build reading confidence when they practice reading aloud.

· Start a book club with friends or as a family.  This often helps engage more reluctant readers.


	Math Fact Information

· Our third grade expectation is for students to continue to improve their math fact fluency.
· Students can use many math fact websites to practice.  There are links available on the L.T. computer lab site, on my website, or through a Google search.

· Students can make their own flash cards with index cards or construction paper.  They can also use store bought cards.

· I have practice time tests sheets accessible to students to take home to practice

· Use time in the car or in line to quiz your child.  Any time can be math fact practice time. (
